Introduction
Good documentation of source code is a very important factor in comprehension of a program. Though there are many documentation styles, every one of them share some general principles that ensures clear and useful documentation. Some of these principles will be presented below as general guidelines for documenting source code.
General Principles
· Document how a certain piece of code accomplishes a certain task, rather than what it is trying to accomplish. This is so that another programmer would know what the code should be doing.

· Stick to the documentation style that you have chosen. If several documentation styles are used for a single program, another programmer could be confused by the different styles, and thus spend more time on trying to understand the documentation rather than on understanding the code.

· Place useful descriptions for each method so that at a first glance, a programmer can easily glance to such descriptions for information before delving into the method body itself.

· Avoid documenting pieces of facts that would be obvious to most programmers, such as simple assignment statements. More documentation doesn’t always equate to better documentation.
· On the other hand, too little documentation is also not a good practice.
