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This is a Top-Level Heading�xe "Heading"�


This is the text that comes immediately after a heading.  It's indented 1 inch from the left margin to allow space for small margin notes, if needed. This style is called First�xe "First"�.


Here's the Normal�xe "Normal"� paragraph.  It's Times font, 12 point, indented 1 inch, but also first line indented 0.3", and ragged right margins.


The Chapter Title is ChapterTitle�xe "ChapterTitle"� style.  The Author info is in Author style. Be sure to also edit the Header and insert your chapter title there, too.


In general, I am trying to replicate the style of the Blue/Purple books, within the (serious) limitations of Microsoft Word.


This is a second level heading


What comes after a second-level heading�xe "heading"� is also First�xe "First"�.


And after first comes a Normal�xe "Normal"� paragraph.  The most important thing is to follow the right styles.  As long as the styles are right, we can always fix the format later.


Insert figures�xe "figures"� by copying them then choosing Paste Special from the Edit menu.  Unclick the "Float over text" option so that it embeds in the flow of the text, please.  Use the style Picture�xe "Picture"� in order to get it flush left with the margin instead of indented. To provide a caption, select the figure and chose Caption from the Insert menu.  It'll automatically go below and be in the Figure�xe "Figure"� style (so that we can always change it later.

One problem is whether we always use := instead of (. I think that either is acceptable.  Andres Valloud told me that the back arrow is in Word under Insert…Symbol.  At his suggestion, I’ve mapped it on my own keyboard to control-shift-dash for ease of access.

Frequently, declare an Index term�xe "Index term"�.  Double click the term, then choose Index and Tables from the Insert menu, then choose Mark.


For menu items, class names, button names, method names, error messages, and other system features, there is a System character style.  Select the phrase, then choose System�xe "System"� from the style menu.  Right now, it's bold-face Helvetica.


For tables, let's be flexible and see how it looks.  Everyone format any tables they need as they need them.
